Alex Sanders graduated from the University of South Carolina and from the University of Virginia. He was senior partner in Sanders & Quackenbush (now Berry, Quackenbush & Stuart). He served in the South Carolina House of Representatives and Senate. He taught law at the University of South Carolina and the Harvard Law School. He was Chief Judge of the South Carolina Court of Appeals. He was the Chair of the American Bar Association’s Council of Chief Judges of Courts of Appeal and Vice Chair of the Judicial Administration Division. He was President of the College of Charleston for nine years. In 2002, he was the Democratic nominee for the United States Senate. His candidacy was not successful. He is Immediate Past Chair of the Board of the National Judicial College. In 2003 and 2004, he was a teaching fellow in the John F. Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University. He is now the President Emeritus of the College of Charleston – where he teaches three classes – and the Chairman of the Board of the Charleston School of Law.
