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Dave Busiek has worked 25 years in KCCI's newsroom, the past 15 years as News Director of the dominant news station in Iowa. Prior to entering management, Dave was a reporter and co-anchored the 10pm news with Kevin Cooney. He is a graduate of the University of Missouri School of Journalism. After graduation in 1976, he moved to Des Moines for his first job - spending three years as a reporter and anchor at WHO Radio.

Dave is a past Chairman of the Radio-Television News Directors Association, where he spent 12 years on the board of directors. Dave also chaired the Radio-Television News Directors Foundation, and continues on its board. In 2003, he received the Rob Downey Citation for leading RTNDA in the days immediately following 9/11. He has spoken frequently on the need to open U.S. Federal Courts to allow television cameras, and testified before a U.S. Senate subcommittee in 2001 on that topic. He is on the National Advisory Board of the Drake University School of Journalism and Mass Communication. He is a board member at Grace United Methodist Church in Des Moines, and co-chairs the Vocal Music Boosters at Hoover High School. Dave received the Jack Shelley Award from the Iowa Broadcast News Association in 2003, recognizing career contributions to broadcast journalism in Iowa. In 2004, KCCI received the national Edward R. Murrow Award for Overall Excellence.
