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Jerry Ceppos is the dean of the Donald W. Reynolds School of Journalism and Advanced Media Studies at the University of Nevada, Reno, having been appointed to the position in December 2007. 

Before taking early retirement in 2005, he was vice president for news at Knight Ridder the country's second largest newspaper company, with 32 daily newspapers. He oversaw news coverage, set quality and ethical standards, identified and recruited top editors, diversified newsrooms. 

Ceppos was directly responsible for the company's Washington Bureau, foreign bureaus and news service with hundreds of clients worldwide. 

Before joining Knight Ridder, Ceppos spent 27 years at the Miami Herald and the San Jose Mercury News, where he was executive editor. Ceppos is past president of the Associated Press Managing Editors and served two terms as president of the California Society of Newspaper Editors. A Pulitzer Prize juror, he has served as president of the 

Accrediting Council for Education in Journalism and Mass Communications, which sets standards for university-level journalism programs and accredits them. 

Ceppos’ professional interests include journalism education and media ethics. He is a member of the board of the Student Press Law Center, which fights high school and college censorship. In 1997, the Society of Professional Journalists named Ceppos as one of three winners of its first national Ethics in Journalism Award. 

After retiring from Knight Ridder, became a consultant for Leading Edge Associates, San Jose, Calif., focusing on change leadership, diversity, ethics and effective writing.
