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Tomlin has more than 30 years experience as an AP reporter, bureau chief and executive. Before being named assistant general counsel, he served as a general executive in AP's membership department and later as assistant to the president. From 1991 to 1995 he was director of Technology Marketing, overseeing worldwide sales of the AP NC 2000 digital camera and other products, as well as Telecommunications services.
